5.3.3 to, at all times, be responsible for the conduct of their family members and their guests
at any official Club or Divisional function; and

5.3.4 to respect the rights and privacy of Members and their Partners concerning the
improper use of information in accordance with the Act.

5.4.1 not be eligible for election to any Committee of the Club, and

5.4.2 not be eligible to vote on any Motion put to any Annual General Meeting or Special
General Meeting, or any Divisional Meeting, but
